Applicants must be able to work a 
flexible schedule that may require working days, evenings, and weekends depending on the 
needs of the kitchen. 
 
No supplemental questionnaire is needed for this position, but the fully completed employment 
application is required.  You may attach a résumé, but not in lieu of listing your work history 
on the employment application.   
 
The successful candidate must pass a comprehensive criminal background check prior to being 
hired. 
 
Extra Help employees may work up to a maximum of 520 hours per fiscal year (July 1 – June 
30).   Once 520 hours have been exhausted for a fiscal year, the individual may be called back 
to return for another 520 hours at the beginning of the next fiscal year.  No benefits are 
associated with Extra Help.
